A Music Festival, whether it is competitive or not, is first and foremost a shared 
musical experience, increasing awareness of musical appreciation in the 
performers and audience alike.  Much can be gained by listening to the 
performers and the adjudicatorsô comments on their performances.  

This year the Festival Committee is trying hard to raise awareness of this, and 
promote increased participation in our town.  We are doing this by extending our 
activities to introduce Percussion Classes at the actual Festival, as well as 
becoming involved in other musical activities in the town in the run up to the 
Festival.  Our past performers will be taking part in such activities as All Saintsô 
Arts and Music Festival and at the Town Carnival in September. 

A warm welcome to our two new Committee Members: Rhiannon Scott, who has 
taken over the Sponsorship and Publicity portfolio, and Anne Anderson, the 
Strings, Woodwind and Brass Secretary.  Rhiannon, a past successful performer 
in numerous Festivals, is working hard to raise awareness for the Festival in 
Marlow.  Anne hopes to raise the profile of the Woodwind and Brass Sections and 
of the Strings Section in particular.  

Please notice that we have increased the number of cups and trophies awarded 
this year to String Players as we did last year to Wind Players. For a while now 
we have been aware that there have not been enough awards for the String 
Section, which is always of such a very high standard.  Henley Rotary have 
donated three cups, for which we are very grateful, all of which we are allocating 
to the Strings Section, which is always of such a very high standard.  Also in order 
to help the string and wind entrants, we will have a keyboard in the warm up 
room.  Remember that we have an excellent team of accompanists at your 
disposal.  Do not hesitate to ask for advice concerning these.  

I should like to draw your attention to the wide ranging choice of Set Pieces 
Classes as well as Own Choice Classes in both the Piano and Vocal Sections: 
the Set Pieces Classes allow the performers to compete on the same level 
standard irrespective of the time they have been having musical tuition or the 
standard they have achieved, whereas the Own Choice Classes allow the 
performers to show off their own particular strengths.  Many thanks to Valerie 
Childs for her help in setting the Set Pieces in the Piano Section. 

Finally, I extend a very big thank you to our Patron Sir Keith Stuart, all the 
Members of the Committee, Teachers, Sponsors, Helpers, Performers, 
Supporters and Friends, for their unique contribution to making our Festival such 
a success.

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Adjudicators 

Ruth Gerald  FRCM (change from previous Syllabus edition)  (Piano)  

Ruth Gerald was Head of Keyboard Studies at the Royal College of Music in London from 
1992 until August 1999 having previously been appointed Faculty Advisor for Keyboard 
Studies in 1987. 

Her career has always pursued a very wide path, solo and lecture recitals, concertos, 
chamber music, lieder recitals, accompanying, adjudicating, examining and teaching.  She 
was Head of Keyboard Studies at the Birmingham School of Music (now the Birmingham 
Conservatoire) for five years but relinquished this post in order to devote more time to 
performing, and teaching at the Royal College where she was a Professor of Piano and 
Piano Accompaniment for over 30 years.  She was elected a Fellow of the Royal College in 
1985. 

Born and educated in Australia, Ruth Gerald began her musical career there, broadcasting 
regularly with the Australian Broadcasting Commission at a very early age.  After winning 
the Elder Overseas Scholarship and gaining a Bachelor of Music degree at Adelaide 
University she continued with postgraduate studies at the Royal College where she was 
awarded many prizes, including the Hopkinson Gold Medal. 

Recently she has given Masterclasses in the UK, Ireland, Australia, New Zealand, Malta 
and Greece and conducted many Seminars for piano teachers in the UK, Malaysia, 
Singapore, New Zealand, Hong Kong, Macau and Taiwan.  She is frequently invited to 
adjudicate at Festivals world-wide and is actively involved in many aspects of the work of 
the Associated Board of the Royal Schools of Music. 

 
Valerie Hoppe MBE GGSM LGSM ARCM                       (Choral and Vocal) 

Valerie Hoppe trained at the Guildhall School of Music and Drama, specialising in Choral 
Conducting, Singing and Piano. She is widely known as a Choral Director, teacher and 
adjudicator, and is particularly in demand for her work with the 
development of young voices, both in solo and choral work. She 
has a large teaching practice, working with solo voices of all ages 
and levels. 

She has been responsible for the organisation, training and 
direction of many community performances of major choral works, 
including Handelôs óMessiahô, Mendelssohnôs óElijahô, Haydnôs 
óCreationô, and the Requiems of Mozart and Faur®. 

On many occasions she has organised and directed massed 
childrenôs choirs in performances of various cantatas. 

Valerie has performed with many well-known artists including the opera singer Benjamin 
Luxon, the percussionist Evelyn Glennie and the cellist Julian Lloyd-Webber, as well as the 
major military bands in Britain, such as the band of the Welsh Guards and the Band of the 
Irish Guards.  

She is currently director of five choirs. 

In addition to her work with choirs, she has a large number of singing students, ranging 
from beginners and many young singers to highly experienced performers. 

In 2003 she was awarded the MBE for her services to music. 
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Tim Wells MA Oxon, LRAM (Strings and Instrumental Ensembles/Orchestras) 

Tim Wells started learning the cello with William Bruce while a 
chorister at Westminster Cathedral and continued at the RCM, 
Junior Department.  He went on to read Music with both Choral 
and Instrumental Awards at Christ Church, Oxford, and later 
studied with Mats Lidström at the Royal Academy of Music where 
he won most of the cello prizes.  

He plays in the Agon Piano Trio and engagements have taken 
him to numerous societies and festivals in this country and 
abroad.  

He has taught at the RAM, Junior Department and is Head of 
Strings at Eltham College.  He also teaches at Dulwich College 
Preparatory School.  

An avid arranger and composer, Tim has composed music for television and his works 
have been published in several volumes.  He is regularly asked to adjudicate at festivals 
and, in addition to examining for the ABRSM on both the graded and diploma panels, he is 
involved in other aspects of the Boardôs work including syllabus selection, composition 
commissions and recording projects. 
Melanie Ragge HonARAM MPhil (Cantab), MA (Cantab), DipRCM, LRAM 
  (Woodwind and Brass)  

Melanieôs musical passions lie in chamber music and education: she has performed 
internationally in venues as far flung as Vancouver Island, Malta, Italy and Sweden as well 
as UK venues such as St Johnôs Smith Square and Wigmore Hall.  A founder member of 
the New London Chamber Ensemble, she has released several CDs, most recently 
Nielsenôs Wind and Piano Chamber Music ñéperformances and sound quality are 
outstanding in every regard.ò International Record Review.  

Melanie has collaborated with a wide variety of other artists 
including the Dante and Schidlof string quartets, pianist Angela 
Hewitt and baritone Gerald Finlay.  A committed educator, she 
regularly coaches and gives master-classes; she is an Associate 
Director and tutor for the National Youth Chamber Orchestra, 
teaches oboe at the Purcell School of Music and is an oboe 
professor at the Royal Academy of Music.  Recent engagements 
include the premiere of a new Nonet by Martin Butler at the 
Cheltenham Festival, and a Wigmore Hall recital with the New 
London Chamber Ensemble and Angela Hewitt.

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RULES AND INFORMATION 

The organisation and management of the Festival is in the hands of the Executive 
Committee, whose decision on all matters, except adjudication, is final.  Submission 
of a completed entry form implies acceptance of the rules.  Special additional rules relating 
to each section of the Festival are found in the appropriate section of this Syllabus. 

ELIGIBILITY 

1. Professionals may enter only the Open Classes, which have no age or status 
restrictions.  All other classes are open to amateur performers only but professional 
accompanists may be used and choirs and ensembles may have professional 
conductors.  An amateur is defined as someone who does not derive more than out 
of pocket expenses for teaching and performing. 

2. Pupils or ex-pupils of an Adjudicator may not compete in classes examined by that 
Adjudicator. 

3. Age must be stated as at 1
st

 November 2011.  In the case of duets, ensembles and 
groups the age of the oldest performer determines the class. 

4. Entrants may perform once only in each class, except in duet, trio or ensemble 
classes where an entrant may perform more than once provided a different part is 
performed. 

ENTRIES 

5. The closing date for entries is 1
st

 October 2011.  Incomplete or late entries, or 
entries for which the fee is not paid, will not be accepted.  

6. On-line entries must be made by 1st October 2011 via the relevant pages on the 
website http://www.marlowmusicfestival.co.uk/.  Please ensure that all the relevant 
boxes are completed, and that information on performer name, composer name, and 
title and duration of the piece(s) to be performed are all provided in addition to óbuyerô 
details.  Please include a contact phone number. 

7. Postal entry forms may be downloaded from the web site and sent together with a 
stamped addressed envelope and the appropriate fee to the address given on 
page 4.  An Individual entry form is available for parents/individual entrants.  Multiple 
entry forms are also available for the use of teachers. 

8. The title, composer and performance time for each piece must be stated on the Entry 
Form. 

9. The Entry Fee for each Class is shown in the Syllabus by that Class.  

10. Cheques should be made payable to ñMarlow Music Festivalò. 

11. Entry Fees, when received, are not refundable unless the Class is withdrawn. 

12. Conditional Entries cannot be accepted. 

COPYRIGHT AND OTHER LEGAL RESTRICTIONS 

13. To comply with the Copyright Act, competitors are reminded that it is illegal to 
photocopy (or copy by any other means) copyright works without the permission of 
the copyright holder.

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14. When an ñOwn Choiceò piece is selected from a publication containing several 
different works and is not published separately, one copy may be made for the use of 
the Adjudicator, which will be destroyed after the event. This permission specifically 
does not apply to set works.  

15. The taking of photographs and the making of sound and/or video recordings during a 
competition is not permitted both because of Copyright and Child Protection rules 
and to avoid disturbing performers.  

16. The Marlow Music Festival will hold data submitted on the entry form on a computer, 
solely for the purpose of running the Festival.  The data will not be made available or 
communicated to any third party.  However, winnersô names may be published in the 
local press or on our website.  If any individual wishes to opt out of this, they should 
inform the Chairman before the commencement of the Festival. 

17. The Marlow Music Festival is not a child care organisation in the full meaning of the 
Childrenôs Act 1999.  Parents, guardians and teachers are reminded that the safety 
of young people and their belongings is their responsibility during the Festival. 

PERFORMANCE 

18. Performers must be available ten minutes before the class is due to start.  

19. In all ñOwn Choiceò Classes a separate clean copy of the music must be provided for 
the Adjudicator.  The entrant may supply a photocopy which will be retained by the 
Festival organiser and destroyed after the event.  

20. Any work presented by a performer in previous years may not be presented again at 
the current Festival; neither can any work be entered in any one year in more than 
one class.  

21. Repeats may be played only in own choice or recital classes as long as the time limit 
(where specified) is not exceeded. 

22. Time limits must be strictly observed.  The Adjudicator may penalise anyone who 
overruns.  

23. The Committee has the right to alter the order of performers in a Class and 
amalgamate Classes on the day for the purposes of adjudication, if deemed 
necessary.  

24. In the case of large numbers of entries in a Class, the Committee reserves the right 
to divide the Class.  Each part will then be treated as a separate Class for the 
purposes of Awards.  

25. Closed Classes are only open to those who have not won a first place on the 
same instrument in any solo Class in this or any other Festival in the last five 
years.  

26. In non-competitive Classes the Adjudicatorôs report will be given with constructive 
criticisms only and no marks.   

27. Performers are responsible for their own arrangements with Accompanists.  A list of 
local accompanists is available on Page 9 and on the web site.  
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28. Rehearsal is not permitted in the Class venue.  A vocal and instrumental warm-up 
room, with a keyboard, is provided at Court Garden. 

ADJUDICATION 

29. In all sections the Adjudicator's decision is final.     

30. Communication with Adjudicators by performers, parents, teachers or other 
interested parties is forbidden and renders the performer liable to disqualification.     

31. Every performance will receive a written adjudication sheet and every performer will 
receive a Certificate after each Class.  The Festival cannot undertake to forward 
these by post if unclaimed. 

32. The Adjudicator may decide to withhold an award if the standard is not sufficiently 
high. 

33. The Festival reserves the right to replace or engage additional Adjudicators, if 
necessary, and to alter, modify or cancel any arrangements detailed in this Syllabus, 
if circumstances change.

Preliminary Statement: 

The safety of children and members of other vulnerable groups is paramount and all, 
without exception, have the right to protection from abuse.  All suspicions and allegations 
of abuse will be taken seriously and responded to swiftly and appropriately and all the 
charityôs trustees, staff and volunteers have a responsibility to report concerns. 
 
1. Purpose and Function of Organisation 

The annual Marlow Music Festival aims to offer an opportunity for musical development for 
people of all ages and abilities across a broad range of music making, including piano, 
instrumental and vocal.  We offer performing experience, critical feedback from top 
professional adjudicators and the opportunity to acquire a wider musical knowledge in a 
warm and supportive atmosphere.  By encouraging the young musicians of today, we seek 
to foster the professional musicians of tomorrow. 

 
2. The Festival Environment 

We inform you by this Policy that we shall take all practicable steps for a safe Festival.  
This policy seeks to invite parents/guardians and teachers to enter into a partnership with 
us to ensure as safe an environment as is reasonably possible.  The Festival is run by 
volunteers in a hired venue at Marlow Leisure Centre, address above. 

 
3. To Whom does this Policy Apply? 

This policy relates to all children under the age of 18 years (and those vulnerable adults of 
any age) who are identified to the organisers prior to their arrival at the Festival.  In 
recognising the needs of children who are disabled and those from any ethnic minority 
groups, the Festival actively seeks to meet any needs notified to the Festival by 
parents/guardians/carers and/or teachers. 

 
4. Festival Personnel 

All Festival personnel are volunteers recruited on the basis of personal recommendation or 
invitation of the committee.  All personnel are required to supply a character reference.  
Details of personnel and references are kept on file by the Festival. 

Personnel at the Festival wear identifying labels.  The senior steward at the Festival, to 
whom issues may be addressed, will have a red sticker attached to his/her label. 
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5. Preparation for Attendance at the Festival 

Children under 18 years attending the Festival should be accompanied by a 
parent/guardian/carer and/or teacher.  Where a parent/guardian/carer is not able to 
personally attend with their children, this Policy requires them to be satisfied that 
their children will be accompanied to the Festival and adequately supervised by 
responsible adults acting on their behalf. 

Groups of children, such as choirs and ensembles, should be accompanied by supervising 
adults in the ratio of 10:1 or lower. 
 
6. Photographs, Videotapes and Press Photography 
The use of cameras, videos or mobile phones of any description is forbidden during 
performance.  The recording by any means is forbidden. 
 
7. Legislation and Guidance that Supports this Policy 

The Children Act 1989; The Police Act 1997; The Data Protection Act 1998; The Human 
Rights Act 1998; The Protection of Children Act 1999; The Criminal Justice and Court 
Services Act 2000, The Children Act 2004, The Vulnerable Groups Act 2006. 

 
8. Policy Review 

The organisers will constantly review their policy, improving and enhancing it as necessary.  
In doing this they will look to The British & International Federation of Festivals for support, 
and that body in turn will look to other agencies, most notably the NSPCC and the Arts 
Council of England for policy guidelines.
